To the Citizens of Alabama:

Trust is difficult to earn. The state Board of Education and the people who work for Alabama’s 128 public school systems
are working hard to earn the trust of our students, parents, and communities.

Alabama is leading the nation in the effort to show accountability for K-12 education. The state Board is raising standards
for our students and our educators. The work is paying dividends. Some of our efforts include:

We have the most rigorous graduation requirements in the United States;

We have the lowest dropout rate in the Southeast and one of the lowest in the nation;

Initiatives to improve student achievement are moving forward despite reduced funding;

The Alabama Reading Initiative is receiving national recognition as one of the best programs in the country

and is being copied by other states;

® We are the only state to hold our colleges and universities who train our public school teachers accountable
for the graduates that enter our classrooms;

® We now have a basic skills test in place for all prospective teachers with a subject-specific test soon-to-be
under development; and

¢ Every employee with unsupervised access to children is now undergoing a criminal background check.

One of the most important elements in our work to demonstrate accountability are report cards that show the performance
of our public schools. Alabama began producing school accountability report cards in 1996. Four years later, Alabama
became the first state to require each of our public schools to send easy-to-read report cards with letter grades home to
parents. The 2001-2002 school accountability report card was released on February 27, 2003. It contains even more
valuable information than in year’s past. At the school level, testing results are broken out by subgroups and even more
comparisons are made with the local system and state to help provide parents with a performance benchmark. Several more
revisions were added to help meet requirements of the federal No Child Left Behind legislation.

In addition to the school report cards, we’ve also produced report cards for each of the state’s 128 school systems, and a
state summary. Each of the report card versions is divided into three simple parts: student academic performance, general
school information, and taxpayers’ report.

This 2001-2002 version of the state report card is something entirely new. It’s a comprehensive state summary that includes
statewide results as well as breakout information for each of our school systems.

The online versions of our report cards contain even more comprehensive information because they link with our newly
developed “Accountability Reporting System,” which was introduced on August 22, 2002. That’s when the Alabama Board
of Education released disaggregated results for student assessments such as the Stanford Achievement Test, Alabama Direct
Assessment of Writing, and the Alabama High School Graduation Exam.

All this information, and much more, is available to you on our Web site at www.alsde.edu.

Thank you for entrusting us with the state’s most important asset, our children. We will continue to work to keep your trust
and improve our public schools. The teachers, administrators, and support personnel in our state’s public schools are
moving education forward. Your support, along with the continued efforts of our lawmakers and business partners to provide
the necessary funding, will ensure the success of K-12 education in Alabama.

Description: This section contains the general education demographic information for the school year 2001-2002 including student
attendance, student eligibility for free or reduced lunch, staffing information, and school safety and discipline information.

PERCENT AVERAGE DAILY ATTENDANCE (ADA)

Description: This section contains the percent average daily attendance based on the first 40 days of school.

Calculations: The ADA is calculated by dividing the aggregate attendance days reported by the number of days that the school was
in session during the reporting period. The ADA is converted to a percentage by dividing the ADA by the average daily membership for
that period.

Description: This section contains average daily membership reported for each school based on the number of days that each student
was on roll during the first 40 days of school.

Description: This section contains a breakdown of staff by classification for the 2001-2002 school year. Each count represents the
total of full-time equivalency for each category of professional staff.

Calculations: Total full-time equivalency [FTE] for each classification except Support Staff, which is a count of individuals.

Student Academic Performance

students that do not participate in the regular testing program.

STANFORD ACHIEVEMENT TEST PERCENTILE RANK

Description: The Stanford Achievement Test is given each spring in Grades 3-8. This report card displays the average percentile
rank scored by the students in Alabama public schools by grade for each subtest given in each grade. The national average percentile
rank is 50.

In addition, a graph is provided of disaggregated scores across all subjects and grades for primary sub-populations. This represents a
weighted mean of the grade level scores across all subtests given in that grade. This is a mean weighted by the number of students tested
in each grade by sub-population. The NCE (Normal Curve Equivalent Score) rather than the percentile rank must be used in this
calculation. The calculated mean is then converted back to a percentile rank.

Calculations are based on the average holistic score over all of the subtests of the assessment.

Description: The projected 4-year dropout rate is a measure of the cumulative proportion of the ninth grade class that would dropout
prior to graduation if that year’s grade specific dropout rate were to remain constant over the four years until that class is to graduate.

Calculations:
Step 1: Calculate the number of dropouts by grade (Grades 9,10,11, and 12)
Step 2: Compute the average by dividing each sum by the enrollment for that grade.

Example: Grade 9 - 10 dropouts / 250 enrolled = .04
Grade 10 - 20 dropouts in 160 enrolled = 20/160 = .125
Grade 11 - 5 dropouts in 300 enrolled = 5/300 = .0167
Grade 12 - 20 dropouts in 200 enrolled = 20/200 = .1

Step 3: Compute the probability that a student remains all 4 years:
(a) Get (1- the decimal value from 2) for each grade:
(1-0.04) = .96 (1 — 0.125) = .875 (1-0.017) = .983 (1-0.1) = .9
(b) Multiply these probabilities together:
(:96)*(.875)*(.983)*(.9) = .743
(c) Subtract from 1.000: 1.000-.743 = .257
